General note

The Consumer Price Index (CPI) in Greece is
compiled since 1959 by the Hellenic Statistical Au-
thority (ELSTAT). Up to the year 2000, the CPI re-
ferred to the urban areas of the Country, while
from 2001 onwards it refers to the whole Country.

Chain linking Index

Until 2013, the weights underlying the CPI were
revised periodically (usually every five years) on
the basis of the results of the latest Household
Budget Survey (HBS) which was conducted every
5 years. Until December 2013, the CPIl was a
fixed-base index with the reference year being
2009=100.0. From January 2014 onwards, the re-
vised CPI index follows the chain linking method
where new weights are introduced annually with
every year having as a base December of the pre-
vious year. The weights are estimated on the ba-
sis of the most recent available data of Household
Budget Survey, which is now conducted on an an-
nual base extrapolated in the prices of December.

The CPI adjusted on an annual basis to the latest
consumption expenditure pattern of the private
households of the Country ensures the representa-
tivity of goods and services, which compose the
"basket" of purchases of the average household.

Geographical and population coverage of the CPI
The CPI refers to the whole of the Country cover-
ing the urban, semi-urban and rural areas.

As regards the population coverage of the Index,
in terms of the weights, it covers the resident
households of the territory excluding collective
households (hospitals, homes for the elderly,
boarding homes, prisons, etc.) and non-resident
households (tourists and expatriates visiting home)
in the Country.

Classification of items

The classification of items (goods and services)
that are included in the index is based on the inter-
national Classification COICOP (Classification of In-
dividual Consumption by Purpose) and, in particu-
lar, as this has been adapted to the needs of the
HICPs of the EU Member States, thus creating the
COICOPS/HICP classification.

Weights of items

From December 2013 onwards, the weights of
items are renewed every year according to the avail-
able results of the most recent Household Budget
Survey. The weights of items represent the per thou-
sand (%o) share of the average household expendi-
ture for every group, sub-group and item (goods and
services) in the total expenditure of the average

Price collection cities — Population weights

The prices of the CPI items are collected in 27
cities, aiming at a representative coverage of the 13
regions of the Country. The selection criteria of the
price collection cities are the size and the particu-
larities of their markets, the possibility of continu-
ous price collection and the comparability of the in-
dex and the required cost of price collection.

The calculation of the population weights by re-
gions is based on the population data of the 2011
Population Census and the expenditure data of the
HBS by Regions for the years 2012 and 2013.

Selection of items

The composition of the "household basket" i.e.
the selection of goods and services which are in-
cluded in the calculation of CPI will be updated
annually from December 2014, using the results
of the latest available Household Budget Survey
and other market research, etc. The chain linking
methodology allows the change of items of
household basket on an annual basis, in order to
ensure the representativeness of items, which
take part in the calculation of groups and sub-
groups of the CPI.

Price collection — Outlets

Prices for the CPI items are collected from retail
sales outlets, enterprises providing services, street
markets, etc. (price collection outlets) which are
considered representative of the branches of
shops, where the households make their purchases
in the 27 selected price collection cities. The new
methodology allows the renewal of price collection
sources in order to maintain their representative-
ness in the calculation of the CPI.

Prices are collected by experienced and well-
trained staff of ELSTAT. They visit the selected out-
lets within a certain time period of a month (monthly
prices) or on a certain day of the week (weekly
prices) and they record the prices in special price
collection forms (questionnaires). The collected
prices correspond to the prices actually faced by
the consumer.

Specification — Substitution of items

All the items, for which prices are collected, are
defined by the specification, that is the particular
characteristics which determine the quality, the
trade show and the identity, in general, of goods
(such as brand, weight, package, etc.), in order to
avoid any price variations which are due to differ-
ences in the specification.

The Consumer Price Index is a Laspeyres-type
index and it is calculated on the basis of December
of the previous year.

Offers and discounts

The reductions in the prices of individual prod-
ucts and services are taken into account for the
compilation of the CPI only in the following cases:

a) the reductions are offered to all potential buy-
ers, without discrimination,

b) the buyer is aware of these reductions the
moment he is making his purchases,

c¢) the reductions can be applied at the moment
of the purchase.

Therefore, reductions due to special offers or
sales, which are offered only to specific consumer
groups (e.g. pensioners, cooperative’s members,
etc.), are not taken into account for the compilation
of the CPI. Accordingly, special offers, such as of-
fering another product as a gift, or special offers on
goods close to the expiry date or due to damage
are not taken into account for the compilation of the
CPI.

In addition, for the compilation of the CPI special
offers available only in some stores (by means of
bonus cards or coupons) are not taken into account
because these offers are considered to be discrimi-
natory.

On the contrary, the reduced prices of general of-
fers and discounts are taken into account during
the price collection of the CPI.

Publication of CPI data

The available time series of the Consumer Price
Index with the same reference year (2009=100.0)
starts back from January 1959 onwards.

The CPI data are released each month in the an-
ticipated press release to a pre-defined timetable,
which is based on the "Press Release Calendar"
published every September. These data are posted
on the ELSTAT’s website (www.statistics.gr), under
the link "time series".

Further information concerning the Consumer
Price Index can be found in the methodological
publication "Revised Consumer Price Index
2009=100.0", and also in the information note for
the CPI of January 2015 which are posted on the
homepage of ELSTAT (www.statistics.gr).

The Harmonized Indices of Consumer Prices
(HICPs) are compiled by the Member States in
the frame of the basic Council Regulation (EC)
No 2494/95 "for the establishment of Harmo-
nized Indices of Consumer Prices" and of other
19 Council and Commission (EC) Regulations,
which lay down particular implementation meas-
ures governing the compilation of HICPs.

Characteristics of the HICPs

The characteristic of the HICPs is that they
must be compiled according to several technical
measures, as these are defined in the above EC
Regulations.

The main technical measures are: the use of a
common classification of the items
(COICOP5/HICP), the selection of the computa-
tion formula for the individual indices, the geo-
graphical and population coverage of the whole
Country, the item coverage and the compilation
of specific sub-indices, the minimum standards
for price collection and sampling, the adjust-
ments due to quality differences of items, the
common treatment of tariffs of Public Utility
Services, the common base year (2005=100.0)
and the retrospective calculations of indices data
from January 1996 onwards.

Purpose and use of the HICPs

The Harmonized Indices of Consumer Prices
(HICPs) are compiled by the Member States of
EU in accordance with EC Regulations, in order
to provide comparable data for international in-
flation comparisons and, in particular, for the as-
sessment of the convergence criterion, of price
stability, in the frame of the European Monetary
Union (EMU) requirements.

The HICPs are the basis for compiling the Eu-
ropean Index of Consumer Prices (EICP) and
the Monetary Union Index of Consumer Prices

It should be noted that the HICP is not a cost -
of - living index and it is not applied by a country
for domestic use, such as indexation or wage
bargaining; it is also not intended to replace the
national Consumer Price Index.

Geographical and population coverage of the

HICPs

The geographical and population coverage of
the HICPs is defined by Council Regulation (EC)
No 1688/98, which specifies that the HICP of
each Member State should cover all final mone-
tary consumption expenditure which takes place
in the economic territory of the Member State.

Classification of items

The classification of items (goods and services)
that are included in the index is based on the in-
ternational classification COICOP (Classification
of Individual Consumption by Purpose) and, in
particular, as this has been adapted to the needs
of the HICPs of the EU Member States, thus cre-
ating the COICOPS5/HICP classification.

Weights of items

The weights of the items of the HICPs derive
on the basis of the consumption expenditure,
which takes place in the economic territory of
each Member State irrespective of the consumer
category (private households, individuals living
in institutions, foreign visitors).

Consequently, the expenditures used for the
calculation of the weights of the items taken into
account for the computation of the HICP include
the expenditures of private households, the ex-
penditures of foreign visitors and the expendi-
tures of individuals living in collective house-
holds, while the expenditures of residents being
in a foreign country are excluded.

The sources of the expenditure data used for
the calculation of the weights of items of the
HICP are the National Accounts and the House-
hold Budget Survey (HBS), as provided for in
Regulation No 1114/2010.

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From 1-1-2000 onwards the item coverage
was extended in compliance with Council
Regulation (EC) No 1687/98, by including the
medical, dental and paramedical services, edu-
cation services, some types of insurance and
financial services. Finally, the item coverage of
the HICPs was completed, on 1-1-2001, accord-
ing to Council Regulation (EC) No 2166/99, with
the inclusion of the hospital and social protection
services.

Collected prices

The prices used for the calculation of the
HICPs are the prices actually faced by house-
holds to purchase goods and services in their
monetary transactions.

Computation formula for the HICPs

Article 9 of the framework Council Regulation
(EC) No 2494/95 requires that the HICPs are
Laspeyres-type indices. In this Regulation it is
not mentioned whether the HICPs should be
chain or fixed base indices.

Comparison between the HICP and the na-
tional CPI
There are similarities and differences between
the national CPI and the Greek HICP.

The main similarities between the two indices
are the following:
» Same geographic coverage, given that both
indices refer to the whole Country

» Same price collection cities

» Same item coverage

* Use of the same classification of items
(COICOP5/HICP)

» Same outlets for the price collection

» Same frequency of price collection

» Same price data

» Same method of the time series calculation
(chain linking)

» Use of the same formula for the computation
of the individual indices for the price collection
cities (geometric mean)

» Same treatment of seasonality of items and
reduced and missing prices

» Annual updating of the weights and updating
of prices to previous December prices.

The main differences between the two indices
are the following:
» The HICP base year is 2005=100.0 and CPI
2009=100.0.

* The HICP covers all consumption expendi-
tures, which take place on the economic terri-
tory of Greece independently of the consumer
(permanent and non permanent residents),
while the national CPI covers only the con-
sumption expenditure of private households
which take place on the economic territory of
the country and abroad.

» The HICP weights of the items are calculated
on the basis of data of the National Accounts
and HBS data while the CPI is calculated us-
ing HBS data.

Release of the HICP data

The HICP data are released each month in the
anticipated press release, on dates pre-defined
according to the "Press Release Calendar" pub-
lished every September. These data with base
year 2005=100.0 have being published since
February 2006 with first reference month Janu-
ary 2006. The time series of the index with base
year 2005=100.0 starts in January 1996.

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Legal frame

The Harmonized Index of Consumer Prices
at Constant Tax Rates (HICP —CT) is compiled
by the EU Member States in the frame of Com-
mission Regulation (EU) No 119/2013 "estab-
lishing harmonized indices of consumer prices
at constant tax rates". According to this Regu-
lation, the HICP — CT data have to be transmit-
ted to Eurostat on a monthly basis, alongside
the HICP data.

Definition

The HICP — CT is an index that measures
changes in consumer prices without the impact
of changes in rates of taxes on products and
services over the same period of time. The
HICP — CT does not provide an exact measure
of the impact of changes in tax rates; it is rather
an indication of the upper limit of this impact.
The reference period of the index is the month
and the base year is 2005=100,0.

Calculation of the Index

The calculation methods that are implemented
for the calculation of the HICP — CT are the
same with the ones used for the HICP. The
HICP — CT covers the same goods and services
with the HICP and the weights which are used
are the same with the HICP, but the index is
based on prices at constant tax rates of Decem-
ber of the previous year.

Tax coverage

The taxes, which are taken into consideration
for the calculation of the HICP — CT, are those
directly linked to final consumption.

These taxes are:

o VAT.

e Excise duties on alcoholic beverages, tobacco
and energy products (petrol, heating oil, natural
gas, electricity), mobile telephony, vehicles and
motorcycles.

e Taxes, such as registration fees on motor ve-
hicles.

Differences between HICP and HICP — CT

The difference between the rates of change of
the HICP and the rates of change of the HICP — CT
indicates the theoretical impact of tax changes
on overall HICP inflation.
