Turnover indices in Transport Sector: 1st quarter 2013

Year on Year growth rates

The Turnover Index in land transport and transport via pipelines in the 1st
quarter 2013 as compared to the 1st quarter 2012 decreased by 4,8%, while
the increase for the corresponding period of 2012 compared to 2011 was
1,2%.

The Turnover Index in water transport in the 1st quarter 2013 as compared
to the 1st quarter 2012 decreased by 10,2%, while for the corresponding
period of 2012 compared to 2011 decreased by 13,8%.

The Turnover Index in air transport in the 1st quarter 2013 as compared to
the 1st quarter 2012 decreased by 1,1%, while for the corresponding period
of 2012 compared to 2011 decreased by 5,7%.

The Turnover Index in warehousing and support activities for
transportation in the 1st quarter 2013 as compared to the 1st quarter 2012
decreased by 2,0%, while for the corresponding period of 2012 compared to
2011 decreased by 16,6%.

The Turnover Index in travel agency, tour operator reservation service
and related activities in the 1st quarter 2013 as compared to the 1st quarter
2012 decreased by 4,1%, while for the corresponding period of 2012
compared to 2011 decreased by 37,8%.

Quarter on Quarter growth rates

The Turnover Index in land transport and transport via pipelines in the 1st
qguarter 2013 as compared to the 4th quarter 2012 decreased by 10,3%,
while the decrease for the corresponding period of 2012 was 10,1%.

The Turnover Index in water transport in the 1st quarter 2013 as compared
to the 4th quarter 2012 decreased by 11,5%, while the decrease for the
corresponding period of 2012 was 7,1 %.

The Turnover Index in air transport in the 1st quarter 2013 as compared to
the 4th quarter 2012 decreased by 25,9%, while the decrease for the
corresponding period of 2012 was 18,1 %.

The Turnover Index in warehousing and support activities for
transportation, in the 1st quarter 2013 as compared to the 4th quarter 2012
decreased by 23,8%, while the decrease for the corresponding period of
2012 was 23,2%.

The Turnover Index in travel agency, tour operator reservation service
and related activities, in the 1st quarter 2013 as compared to the 4th
quarter 2012 decreased by 45,6%, while the decrease for the corresponding
period of 2012 was 55,2%.
